





In Literacy this term we will be looking at classic poems and older literature. We will read Jane Eyre as an example of a classic novel to serialise. The children will record predictions, questions, notes and ideas whilst reading, read extracts aloud and watch extracts of classic TV/film adaptations. We will also look at examples of dialogue and use drama to enhance our understanding of the characters. The children will explain particular events in the story drawing on evidence from the text. Our book study will be Oliver Twist, linking in with our Victorian topic work. Throughout this work the children will continue to practice and develop reading skills, learn spellings and develop cursive handwriting.








Topic work - What was life like in Victorian times?


In our topic work this term the children will study the characteristic features of the Victorian era. They will consider what life was like in Victorian times by studying differences between the rich and poor (working life, homes and leisure time) and the many changes and reforms that occurred within Britain during Queen Victoria’s reign. We will learn about the effects of the Industrial Revolution and specifically the impact it had on Leigh (thriving textile industry, Spinning Jenny, coal mining etc). Our DT work will focus on the children taking control of their own learning by designing and creating a toy from the Victorian period. Our science work on Forces will link to the forces acting upon the moving toy. In Music we will use Music Express to look at rhythm and … We will also listen to music from the Victorian period, traditional rhymes and learn songs from Oliver! Mr Meredith and Mrs Pownall, our Governors, have kindly agreed to teach us some Victorian dances. Mr Dyson will teach the children Tag Rugby and orienteering skills. During ICT the children will research the Victorian times and create a newspaper report on an event from that era. They will work in groups to create a presentation, using a range of technological equipment, in which they will review and reflect upon their learning. 











In Numeracy this term we will extend our knowledge of numbers by understanding number bonds, multiplication tables, the concept of place value and the relationship between addition, subtraction, multiplication and division. We will also sort, describe and classify 2D and 3D shapes, identify their line of symmetry and make nets of common solids. The children will extend their skills of data handling through collecting, organising, presenting, analysing and interpreting data in tables, diagrams, tally charts, pictograms and bar charts. Each week there will be a problem solving lesson, this will help the children to decide upon the appropriate strategy to use when working out a given problem. 








P.E. is on Tuesday and Thursday mornings. All children require a named white t-shirt, black shorts and black slip-on pumps.








All children will study the SEALS/PSHE&C themes Feelings and Relationships and Challenging Discrimination. The children will be able to share experiences and develop listening and speaking skills during circle time. In R.E we will be learning about Judaism, focusing on the Torah and rules for daily living and Festivals. This term our French topic is Je suis le musician, where the children will learn about different types of music.
