


As part of the new curriculum, topic planning will focus on three subjects and cover as many skills as possible.

“What’s in a picture?”
Art
In art the children will be looking at the work of several different artists, both classical and modern. They will look at the artists’ work and make their own art in a similar style. As well as this they will learn about mixing colours and producing shades and tints. Paint, collage, pastel and photography will be mediums with which the children will be working.
History
The children will be researching various artists including Kandinsky, Lowry and William Morris. They will find out how these artists contributed to the art of their times and about life at the time these artists lived.
ICT
The children will use ICT to produce art work using different tools offered in an art package – lines, brushes, fills, etc. They will begin to use the internet for research purposes by finding facts about various artists studied.
Science


The topic for this half term will be ‘Health and growth’. The children will look at what we need to stay alive, healthy eating, exercise and how we change as we grow.





Music


The topic for this half term is ‘The long and short of it’. This unit develops children's ability to discriminate between longer and shorter sounds, and to use them to create interesting sequences of sound.





Games/PE


Floor work and apparatus work will be done along with looking at sequencing movements together in our gymnastics work.





RE


Our topic for this term will be ‘Christianity – Jesus’.











Literacy


Children will work with different genres of text including fiction, non-fiction and poetry. In writing the children will begin to develop a sustained level of independence. They will begin to draft and redraft longer pieces of work. The children will continue to learn to spell the 150 ‘key words’. Weekly spelling tests will concentrate on learning to spell words.





Mathematics


Numeracy this term will concentrate on working with numbers up to 100. The children will see different methods of adding and subtracting and learn to recall the number bonds to 10 quickly. Practical work will look at measuring using different units of measure and the use of a ruler. Work on shape will also be done and extended to look at 3D shapes.
