

Literacy: Children will be taught phonics daily and learn how to construct a sentence and/or a series of sentences. Our topics this term are:


     Autumn 1: Non-fiction: Labels, lists and captions


       Fiction: Stories with familiar settings


                 Autumn 2: Poetry: Using the senses


     Fiction: Stories from a range of cultures/Stories with predictable   and patterned language





Numeracy: We will be doing a range of written and practical activities, working through Numeracy Framework: Block A-E Unit 1 Counting, calculating, measuring, and understanding shapes.





 





Information and Communication Technology:


Every week the children will work in the computer suite where they will be taught how to develop their ideas and to talk about different text and words that they can see around them and to experiment with the size, font and colour of text. They will also have the opportunity to use the class computers.








Science:


In the first half term, we will be studying a topic about ‘Ourselves’ and learn about our senses and how we can use them in the world around us.


In the second half of the term we will be finding out about various light sources and how the sun reflects light.

















Religious Education: Christianity: God


P. E. / Games:


The emphasis this half term will be on multi-skills: throwing, running and jumping. The children will also have the opportunity to take part in small-sided games including tag rugby. We will also have the opportunity to being taught various skills by a visit with a player from Leigh Centurions.


We will go in the hall for educational dance where our theme will be the “Carnival of the Animals”.





P. S. H. E. & C:


The theme this term will be ‘Myself and Others, looking at ‘Feelings and Relationships’ within certain friendships and the qualities that make a good friend. We will also be looking at Healthy Lifestyles and how to keep safe.





Music:


This term we are exploring sounds and how the children can recognise different sounds and to use sounds expressively to illustrate a story, both by singing and by using musical instruments.








As part of the new curriculum, topic planning will focus on three subjects and cover as many key skills as possible.


Africa and Safari


Geography:


This term we will be studying Africa and a safari. The children are going to find out what it is like to live in Africa, what the weather would be like and what it would be like to go on a safari. They are going to be introduced to maps and symbols and to draw a map of their own safari, the landscape they would cover and the different animals they would meet.


Art/Design and Technology:


The children will be working on their own, and collaborating with others, sketching African designs from direct observation to create rainmakers and masks. Pupils will be taught how to make models of African mud huts out of various materials. They will also make headdresses and African jewellery out of junk materials. They will also make puppets of different animals and put on a puppet show,


Music and Dance:


The children will be taught how to recognise similarities and differences between various kinds of music. They will be shown how to create music, combining resources and elements to achieve the intended effect. We will create and perform a dance to our music adding in acting of the African dance, singing songs and speaking chants.
