Autumn: KS1 bowling, KS2 Dodge ball and Rugby. Children are able to experience new sports and are enjoying learning the new skills involved in a fun and active way. KS2 Rugby club have been participated in competitions with other schools. 
Spring: KS2 rugby, KS2 football (girls and boys), KS2 gymnastics, KS2 athletics, KS1 athletics. After children completing a questionnaire on which clubs they would like to have a school there has been a broader range of children taking part in after school clubs. Through the clubs, children have taken part in rugby and football tournaments and the ‘Highland Games’ for field and track events. In Spring 2 children from Y4 and Y5 took part in dance sessions with Bedford High school and participated in a dance show. During lunch times, organised games are set up through Elite, targeting children who are less active, which children can join in with allowing them to further develop skills learnt in lessons. 
Summer: A high number of pupil engagement in extra curricular sport activities, including SEND pupils. Children have been exposed to a wide range of sporting activities that they would not usually have access to e.g tri-golf.
